Assignment: CONSULTANCY TO REVIEW AND UPDATE THE NATIONAL PHYSICAL PLANNING STANDARDS AND GUIDELINES

1. Background;
The Ministry of Lands Housing and Urban Development, in 2011, consolidated the existing standards relating to social, economic and physical infrastructure provision from various sectors and prepared the National Physical Planning Standards and Guidelines whose main purpose was to guide the preparation and implementation of the physical development plans.  It was envisaged that the standards and guidelines would ensure orderly, coordinated and efficient development.

On behalf of the National Physical Planning Board, a body mandated to advise government on physical planning standards, guidelines and monitoring and evaluation of the implementation of physical development plans, the department of Land Use Regulation and Compliance has been undertaking this task as one of its core functions. 

However enforcement of some of the provisions of the existing physical planning standards and guidelines, has been a challenge to local governments and this has slowed down the implementation of quite a number of valid approved physical development plans. 

2. Objectives;
The major objective of this task is to review the existing physical planning standards and guidelines that should be enforceable and harmonized with other related land use standards thus strengthening the coordination between other actors in the field of land use.  

3. Specific objectives

i. To identify the gaps and associated implementation challenges to inform the review process.

ii. To harmonise the existing standards and guidelines with other different sector related land use standards.

iii. To climate proof the existing standards to be in consonant with the changing climatic trends

iv. To develop a clear coordination mechanism between the different sectors involved in the establishment and enforcement of the NPPS&Gs.
4. The Ministry of Lands, Housing and Urban Development now invites eligible consulting firms (“Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing the Services. 

5. Interested Consultants should provide information in form of brochures, company profiles, etc., demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services. The Consultants should indicate their interest in providing the Services by responding to this request for expression of interest.

6. The Expression of Interest will be evaluated based on the Public Procurement and Disposal Act and Regulations (2003 and as amended) and each Firm will need to submit 5 copies of the documents (soft copy [PDF] & hard copy).

7. The short listing criteria:

Firms shall be evaluated based on the following criteria:

(i) Eligibility requirements including:

a. Valid practicing and/or trading license 2019 or its equivalent,

b. Certificate of incorporation or Registration and all other legal documents
c. Company documents including Memorandum and Articles of Association.

(ii) General Experience of the firm of at least ten (10) years in Developing Physical Development Plans at Town Council and Municipal Level; 
(iii) Specific Experience of at least three (3)years in  Developing, and in-depth review and updating of national physical planning standards and guidelines; 

(iv) Presence of skills among the consultant’s personnel and in adequate numbers in the following areas:
a. Team Leader / Physical Planning Expert
A minimum of a master’s degree in Physical/Urban and Regional Planning/Town Planning, Land Use and Regional Development and Urban Design. 10 years’ experience in urban and regional planning work.

b. Regional Development Expert
A minimum of a master’s degree in land use and regional/rural development. 10 years’ experience in rural development work.

c. Engineer
A degree in civil Engineering, A member of the Uganda Institute of Professional Engineers, 8 years working experience in infrastructural designs 
d. Architect Expert (1) 
A degree in architecture, Member of the Uganda society of architects. 10 years’ experience in urban design work.

e. Environment Expert 

A master’s degree in Environmental planning and management with a bias in climate change. 5 years’ experience in environment work. Must be a registered environmental practitioner.

8. Consultants may associate with other firms in the form of a joint venture or a sub-consultancy to enhance their qualifications. However the EOI should specify the nature of association i.e. whether joint venture or sub-consultancy. 

9. A Consultant will be selected in accordance with the Quality and Cost Based Selection (QCBS) method set out in the Consultant Guidelines.
