Assignment Title: Procurement of individual Consultancy Services for the Preparation of the Local Physical Dev’t Plan of Kasangombe Rural Sub County in Nakaseke District.

The Government of Uganda has allocated funds towards preparation of Kasangombe Sub county Physical Development Plan (PDP), as a model of Rural Planning, Land Readjustment and Settlement. Government, through the Ministry of Lands, Housing and Urban Development, would now like to hire the services of competent consultants to prepare the sub county Physical development Plan. 
Preparation of a sub county Physical Development Plan should provide proposals for land use, services delivery, key investment priority areas, socio-economic development strategies – including settlement, employment, infrastructure development, and environmental protection among other development aspects. 
The consulting services (“the Services”) include providing leadership, coordination and expertise in preparation of a physical development plan for Kasangombe Sub County within the specified time. 

It should highlight: 

· The role of the District in the National Spatial Framework 2040 – how it fits into national and regional level long term priority areas, plans for infrastructure and other sectors of development.

· Local growth centres and the services they are expected to provide.

· The current and proposed pattern of infrastructure and economic development

· Key issues of natural resources, tourism aspects and environmental protection.
· Land readjustment and resettlement aspects.
Purpose of the Consultancy

The purpose of this consultancy is to prepare a model local Physical Development Plan for Kasangombe Sub County. 

Objectives of the Consultancy:

The overall objective of this consultancy is to support the Directorate of Physical Planning and Urban Development in preparing a model local Physical Development Plan for Kasangombe sub county, Nakaseke District Local Government; which will involve land readjustment, resettlement and transfer of development rights.
1. The consulting services are expected to take 160 man days (8 months).

2. The Ministry of Lands, Housing and Urban Development now invites eligible consulting firms (“Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing the Service(s). 
3. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience; and to indicate their interest in providing the services. 
4. The shortlisting criteria are:
a. Experience in at least two similar assignments in participatory physical/spatial planning at national, regional or district level. 

b. Experience of at least two assignments in Sub-Saharan Africa.
c. The consultant should have the following qualification requirements:

i. A Master’s degree in Physical Planning or Urban Planning or Urban and Regional Spatial Planning from a recognized institution. 

ii. Knowledge of land administration, resettlement planning and transfer of development rights is an added advantage or engage a resource with similar knowledge.
iii. Good oral and written communication skills. Should be fluent in English and luganda. 

Should possess knowledge in GIS and mobile data collection

Professional experience

i. He / She should have extensive and demonstrable experience in consulting services in physical planning; 

ii. He / She should have experience of at least 10 years’ in in spatial planning in Sub-Saharan Africa.
iii. Experience in working under pressure and tight deadlines.

iv. Proven experience in research and report writing of at least five reports of similar scope/nature in the last 10 years.

v. Specific experience in rural / regional planning is an added advantage.

vi. Experience in working with local government institutions.

vii. Experience in working in central Uganda.

viii. Experience in Land readjustment and resettlement planning.  
5. Consultants may associate with other firms in the form of a joint venture or a sub-consultancy to enhance their qualifications. However the EoI should specify the nature of association i.e. whether joint venture or sub-consultancy.
6. A Consultant will be selected in accordance with the Quality and Cost Based Selection (QCBS) method set out in the Consultant Guidelines.
