Assignment Title: Consultancy Services for preparation of District Physical Development Plans (DPDPs) for two Districts (Lot 1: Nakaseke & Lot 2: Budaka.

The Government of Uganda has allocated funds towards preparation of two District Physical Development Plans (DPDP).Government, through the Ministry of Lands, Housing and Urban Development, would now like to hire the services of competent consultants to prepare the District Physical development Plans (one district per consulting firm) . 
Preparation of a District Physical Development Plan(s) should provide proposals for land use, services delivery, key investment priority areas, socio-economic development strategies – including settlement, employment, infrastructure development, and environmental protection among other development aspects. 
The consulting services (“the Services”) include undertaking preparation of a
District Physical Development Plan covering the entire selected district and local physical development plans for key growth centres to provide a framework for lower urban, local and village level planning; and to facilitate informed spatial development decisions over the area. 

It should highlight: 

· The role of the District in the National Spatial Framework 2040 – how it fits into national and regional level long term priority areas, plans for infrastructure and other sectors of development.

· Urban and rural growth centres and the services they are expected to provide.

· The current and proposed pattern of infrastructure and economic development

· Key issues of natural resources, tourism aspects and environmental protection.

Purpose of the Consultancy

The purpose of this consultancy is to prepare District Physical Development Plans for selected District Local Governments. 

Objectives of the Consultancy:

The overall objective of this assignment is to prepare a physical development plan that will promote orderly and sustainable development of the district(s).
1. The consulting services are expected to take 15 months (inclusive of display and approval processes).

2. The Ministry of Lands, Housing and Urban Development now invites eligible consulting firms (“Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing the Service(s). 
3. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience; and to indicate their interest in providing the services. 
4. The shortlisting criteria are:
a. Experience in at least two similar assignments in participatory physical/spatial planning at national, regional or district level. 

b. Experience of at least two assignments in Sub-Saharan Africa.
c. The consultant`s team composition and qualification requirements for the key Personnel shall satisfy the following requirements:

i. Physical Planner (Team Leader) 

A Master’s degree in Spatial Planning or a closely related field, with skills in preparing Physical Plans at regional, sub-regional and district level, experience in embedding these in other Development Plans and setting up implementation mechanisms. He/She should be an accredited Physical Planning consultant registered with the National Institute of Planners in Uganda or an equivalent body outside the country, with minimum of fifteen years’ experience as a team leader in Sub-Saharan Africa.  
ii. Economist

A basic degree in economics or closely related subject. Should have not less than ten years’ experience in undertaking economic development strategies and projects, economic and financial projections and appraisals, and long term planning of financing of development.
iii. Civil Engineer
A basic degree in an aspect of infrastructure design and planning and an experience of not less than ten years in infrastructure, transport, energy, water, waste management planning at macro level including costing, financing and programming. He/She should be an accredited Engineering consultant registered with the relevant body or an equivalent body outside the country.
iv. Environmental Planner

A basic degree in science, engineering or environment. He/she should have not less than ten years’ experience in Environmental Planning at sub-regional scale, and Strategic Environmental Assessment. He/She should be an accredited Environmental planning consultant registered with the relevant body or an equivalent body outside the country.

v. Surveyor

A basic degree in surveying and land management. Ten years’ experience in land mapping using modern survey equipment. He/She should be an accredited surveying consultant registered with the relevant body or an equivalent body outside the country

vi. Sociologist 

A basic degree in Sociology, Social Administration, Arts or other relevant qualification. He/she should have not less than ten years’ experience in carrying out of socioeconomic surveys, projections and urban and rural settlement policies, studies and other relevant expertise. 

vii. GIS Expert

A basic degree in geography or related subject and poses a high level certificate or similar in GIS or related skills in acquisition, storage, management, analysis, and visualization of spatial data, developing, aligning, geo-referencing digital spatial data and data bases.

5. Consultants may associate with other firms in the form of a joint venture or a sub-consultancy to enhance their qualifications. However the EoI should specify the nature of association i.e. whether joint venture or sub-consultancy.
6. A Consultant will be selected in accordance with the Quality and Cost Based Selection (QCBS) method set out in the Consultant Guidelines.
